HEALTH CURRICULUM CONSULTATION

Consultation with Parents, Caregivers, and the Community

The whole school community should be involved in developing policies and practices that
support learning in this curriculum. Healthy school communities are those in which a
commitment to hauora (health & well-being) is consistently reinforced in the classroom, in the
whole-school environment, and in positive relationships with parents and caregivers.

Consultation involving students, staff, parents and caregivers will: -
e strengthen health and physical education programmes

e assist in the development of related school policies

e contribute to school review and the evaluation of programmes

e provide opportunities for students, teachers, parents, and caregivers to enhance
students’ learning

Tt is essential for school staff to consult, using appropriate protocols, with Maori, Pacific

Islands, Asian, and other ethnic communities if the diverse needs of students are to be

increasingly well understood and provided for.

For a healthy whole-school environment, schools and teachers should also establish and

maintain links with those community organisations and people who can support this curriculum.

In term three we will be carrying out this consultation with the Centennial School community.

CROSS COUNTRY

Over the last three weeks Centennial along with the other schools in the district have
participated in School, District and South Canterbury cross country. Students have been
training in and around the school grounds over the last few weeks. Teachers have been
speaking about the extra effort many students have put into their preparation. I have
noticed the effort students have been making with their training and I have really enjoyed
listening to students who come and tell me how well and how far they have been running .

Nine excited
students left early on Tuesday morning really looking forward to running against the best
athletes in South Canterbury. All these students ran well and should be very proud of their
achievements.

High/low books can help build reading fluency, vocabulary, background
knowledge, and interest in reading. They have carefully chosen vocabulary, simple
sentences and compelling stories and characters. They are often illustrated to help with
understanding, have plenty of white space, and are sometimes printed in a special font like
dyslexie. These books are designed so that readers don't feel that they are reading

"books for babies."

We have been working hard to build our selection of high interest/low vocab books at
Waimate District Library. Some recent acquisitions include "The Big Deal” by Tom Wat+t
and "Out of Line" by Alex Francis. Both these stories are about soccer players. “Fart
Monster and Me: The Crash Landing” is the first in a series by Tim Miller. This series

promises to be great fun!
